QUEENS’ DIAMOND JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS
In addition to the ‘Volunteer Snowline’, the Parish Council has engaged a contractor to act as the parish Snow Warden.

Devon County Council will continue to grit a very limited route within the parish. It is proposed (through the Snow Warden scheme) to grit the main access routes through the parish not covered by DCC.  The route is to be as follows:
From A358 up Goldsmith’s Lane through to Alston (to our boundary)  From  Church to Goldsmith Lane

Waggs Plot -  From A358 to Axe Farm.  
From Junction with A358 (Buffers) to Waggs Plot (Known as Red Lane)From Junction A358 (Melstock House) to Goldsmith Lane  and through to ChurchillFrogwell Lane junction with Smallridge Road (by Poachers) to Frogwell Farm and then same lane from top of hill by Poachers to Honeysuckle Cottage.
