Precept – the Annual Precept demand was discussed at length.



The Council agreed to increase this year’s demand by £500 so as to retain sufficient reserves for emergencies as the Parish could encounter a heavy demand on its finances if there should be prolonged bad weather.

11. Queen’s Diamond Jubilee Celebrations Sunday 3rd June - It was agreed at the Open Meeting held on Saturday 15th October that this event was to be self-funding.  From Members present at the Open Meeting a committee was appointed consisting of Mr Knight , Mrs Brickill, Mrs Dibble, Mrs Verplanke, Mrs Foulkes, Mrs Barnard. Local musicians of all types are needed to ensure our Concert ‘goes with a swing’ so please feel free to volunteer.  Just contact any of the above.  A new Union Jack is to be purchased as the present flag if considerably frayed.  Bunting is already being volunteered. 
There is to be another meeting of the committee towards end of January where the programme will be further discussed and formulated.
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12. Snow Warden Scheme – A local contractor has been hired and it has been left to his discretion as to when to salt the roadways but as a general rule the village roads will be gritted when DDC grit the main roads.  Mrs Brickill will be the point of contact at all times.
Mrs Bale expressed concern as she understood that the tractor being used for this purpose will be parked in Waggs Plot.  Mrs Bale was asked to report any complaints from the residents to Mrs Brickill.
13. Fast-speed Broadband – EDDC has been awarded monies towards this and is presently looking to find the best ‘provider’.  The public will be asked to register their interest in this scheme as soon as this is decided.
