2. MINUTES:
The Minutes of the last Ordinary meeting held on Wednesday 7th September 2011 had previously been circulated to the councillors.  Mr Speed proposed and Mr Storey seconded the motion that the minutes be approved. They were duly signed by the Chairman, Mrs Brickill.

3. MATTERS ARISING:  Mrs Dibble reported that finger post footpath signs are present at Axe Farm and Battleford Hall
4. POLICE MATTERS PCSO Ms A. Wooster forwarded her report stating that a garden shed had been broken into and, at another incident, a quad bike stolen.
5. Open Forum for Parishioner’s Questions:


Mrs Dibble reported that negotiations to site the ‘beacon’ at the village hall were proceeding nicely.

6. Footpaths
Footpath 44 – The dog-ways have been repaired
Footpath 61 – Horsemoor to Battleford – two treads have bee replaced on bridge.

Footpath 69 – Frogwell to Longlea - 2 in 1 gate has been ordered.



The clerk was requested to complete and submit the annual financial report.

Neighbourhood Watch   Mrs Libby reported that the police had lent security equipment to the owners of the property from where the quad bike had been taken.

There was nothing further to report.

7. Website
Mrs Barnard reported  that the web site host licence had been renewed  and was re-imbursed accordingly. ( The cost being £30.00 plus vat.)

Mr David Wicken reported that he was getting the site under control.  Mr Wicken and Mrs Barnard are to met on 08/09/11 and brought site up to date and are due to meet again in the near future..  
8. Lengths-man
All items reported to the clerk had been submitted the Mr Brian Hoare for attention by lengthsman.  The lengthsman was working in the parish from 4th – 9th November and will attend again March 29th  and 30th.

Discussions took place around the merits of employing our own lenghtsman.  A pilot scheme is now running within Hawkchurch  (which will trial for 6 months) and Council agreed to discuss this again when it was clear how the scheme worked and if it was beneficial to the community.

8a.
Grit Bins/Snow Warden
Council, once again, discussed the matter of the ‘snow warden scheme’. It has become clear that the best way forward for the Parish is to engage a snow warden which would entitle the parish to an additional free supply of 5 tons of salt and, of course, help keep some roadways clear that would otherwise remain untreated.
Mr Mark Hoare was approached and has agreed to act as ‘Snow Warden’.

The clerk was requested to write to Mr Hoare with the Council’s agreed terms and conditions.

Mr Hoare will be attending the training course within the next few days.

The route to be treated in the event of severe weather will be published on the website and in the January Parish Magazine.
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The 4 x 4 Snowline – In the event of severe weather conditions this emergency aid will continue to operate as in previous years. c]  Training – The Clerk is to attend the CiLCA training course over the weekend of 26th/27th November.  The Council had previously agreed to finance this course in full. 
d]  Council are awaiting details of the project for which the Village Hall committee would like  to apply for .funding .  This will discussed further at a future meeting.
11. Queen’s Diamond Jubilee Celebrations An open meeting to which all members of the Parish were invited took place on Saturday, 15th October from which a Jubilee Committee was formed.  It was agreed at this meeting that this event was to be self-funding.

The committee subsequently met and Mrs Brickill, as the Council representative, reported that this celebration event was to take place on Sunday 3rd June and run from 11.00am through to late.  At present the outline programme formulated starts with a church service followed by the ‘Big Lunch’.  A short sports event for all is to follow lunch with a cricket match following on at around 5.00 pm.  The day is to culminate with music in the Church.  This programme may evolve as time goes by and firm details will be made known. The Jubilee Committee will meet again in January.
12. Armistice Day
The clerk had purchased a supply of rockets.

Mr Ross and Mr Brickill volunteered to light the rockets on Friday 11th November at 11.00 am.

14. Tree Warden – No progress has been made.  A notice is to be placed in the Parish magazine asking for volunteers.
15. Emergency Planning  -  This item was discussed in some details and it was resolved to write to the original  committee that drew up the Parish Plan etc., to see if they would be interested in serving the community by, once again, forming a committee for this purpose.  It was further agreed that a representative from each hamlet would be the ideal.
16. Open Spaces - An ‘Open Spaces’ survey from EDDC had been circulated to all Councillors.  This was to be completed by each and returned to Mrs Brickill who would compile the results and return as necessary.
17. Blackdown Hills Association – mrs Btrickill attended a prevous meeting and a ‘Neighbourhood Plan’ has now been formulated but now funding is being.  This will discussed further when a formal request has been received.
18. Localism Plan – Under this plan 5 new dwellings have been allocated to our Parish.  There will be no need to consult with Parishioners or hold a referendum unless we wish this figure to increase.  (There is no option to reduce figure of 5).  Again there will be no need to have a Neighbourhood Plan (as we do have an existing Village Plan and Design Statement) unless we have a particular reason to do so.  i.e. increase the number of houses to be built within the Parish.  Once a Neighbourhood Plan has been drawn up and submitted it will not be possible to change anything within this until a review date – proably in five years time so it is very important to get it right.
19. Boundary Committee – There was no need to discuss this item as it does not effect All Saints.
20. Axminster Car Parks – Copuncillors were reminded to complete and return their surveys so that Mrs Brickill could collate findings and submit to EDDC.
21. Correspondence – None received that had not previously been circulated and no matter to discuss except for - Tough Choices Meeting – The clerk was asked by Cllr Moulding to post pamphlets reminding Parishioners that this meting is to be held on Thursday 24th November at the Guildhall, Axminster starting at 6.30.
