Minutes of the Meeting of ALL SAINTS PARISH COUNCIL

MINUTES:
The Minutes of the last Ordinary meeting held on Wednesday 6th July 2011 had previously been circulated to the councillors.  Mrs Bale proposed and Mr Storey seconded the motion that the minutes be approved. They were duly signed by the Chairman, Mrs Brickill.

MATTERS ARISING:  
Bonfires:  This matter is still being pursued and will be discussed again at the next meeting.  

Parish Welcome Pack  The Information Sheet now circulated.  Mrs Bale pointed out that several changes had taken place since the publication.  These will be amended on the Information sheet displayed on the website.  


Mrs Bale is currently carrying out research to establish the actual age of the kiosk.  It is now believed to have been placed around 1955 but this is yet to be verified.
POLICE MATTERS Congratulations to PCSO Ms A. Jones who, after her recent marriage is Mrs A. Wooster.

PCSO A Wooster reported that no crimes had been reported from 27/06/11-03/09/11. 
Open Forum for Parishioner’s Questions:


Mrs Dibble raised the matter of ‘The Beacon’ which is presently sited on the Beacon.  The present owners of the land would like this beacon to be re-sited to a more accessible vicinity.  It is rarely visited or used in its present situation and Mrs Dibble is willing to undertake any necessary repairs required, take charge of the burner and gas bottles and oversee the move to a new site.  It was suggested that perhaps it could be sited in the strip of  land along side the Village Hall.  It would be a focal point for celebrations within the Parish and in particular for the forthcoming ‘Diamond Jubilee Celebrations’. The Council pointed out that this land belonged to the Church and that negotiations would have to take place between them and the Village Hall.  Mrs Dibble is to pursue this matter and report back at the next meeting. 
Footpaths
Mrs Dibble reported that the only essential work required was to Bridle Path 38 – The Beacon – Holly Farm.  A cut was carried out on 06.09.11.

Axe Farm footpath appears to have the finger post missing.  This is to be checked by Mrs Dibble together with the finger post at Battleford Hall (A358).
Neighbourhood Watch – All is quiet - nothing to report.  The snow-warden leaflet was delivered to Mrs Dibble for her perusal.  She reported that, in her opinion, that, as the parish was so dissected, this scheme would not be workable.  There would be no central, easily accessible site on which to store stocks of salt/grit and equipment etc.  The Council fully supported this decision. 
Website
Mr David Wicken reported that he was getting the site under control.  Mr Wicken and Mrs Barnard are to meet on 08/09/11 to sift through site and bring all items up to date.  

It was, again, stated that clubs, societies and individuals were at liberty to place items on the website.  In order to do so please contact Mrs Barnard on 01297 35882.  An item to this effect is to be placed in the parish magazines.


Mrs Barnard stated that the web site host licence was due for renewal and was authorised to go ahead.  The cost being £30.00 plus vat.
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Lengths-man
Red Lane is now becoming extremely dangerous with the carriageway subsiding quite substantially.


This situation has repeatedly been reported to Devon County Highways but no action, so far, has been taken.  The clerk was requested to report damage once again and to stress the safety point of view.


Several deep pot holes in the vicinity of Socks Hill have been reported but are stated to be ‘not on the schedule’.  This matter has already been taken up with Highways. Who are scheduling the works under ‘ new repairs’.


The pot holes and subsequent laying water is still causing a problem in Churchill Lane.  Mrs Brickill is to visit site to ascertain the problem and will report back to Highways should the situation require.


Smallridge Lane – gullies need clearing.


Goldsmith Lane – gullies need clearing and bank needs cutting back.  The grit box has almost disappeared under brambles/nettles etc.


Socks Orchard – Grass verge needs cutting back and gullies need clearing

Watery Lane – needs cutting back and ditch cleared.  The drains also need emptying.  All drains along the length of Smallridge Lane are blocked.
Grit Bins
Mrs Brickill has undertaken a survey of the Parish to ascertain where additional grit bins are most needed.

The following sites were identified and approved at Council:-
One is to be placed on Socks Hill where the lane widens.  If this is not possible then bags of grit are essential at this site.  The second is to be sited on triangle at Catmore Cross.

A request must now be submitted to Devon County Highways who have to approve the siting of these bins before the Council can proceed any further.

A request was made for an additional bin in Churchill but there is already a bin situated just below ‘Cranborne’ and another of the triangle.

The clerk was requested to ask Highways to refill all bins within the parish before the onset of any bad weather.  The clerk was requested to purchase a further supply of salt/grit in case of emergencies.
Sand Bags
The parish have a good stock of these and no request is to be made for additional supplies this year.

4] Ballards Down – removal of established  hedging.  EDDC have informed the Parish Council that no action can be taken.

Finance:
a} The clerk submitted the financial report which had previously been circulated to all Councillors and now appended to these minutes.  The Councillors unanimously approved this report.

c]  Following the Council’s invite to parish groups/societies to bid for funding for the forthcoming year several bids were received.  Te Council has resolved to award the following grant - £50.00 towards the cost of repairs to the Community notice-board sited outside All Saints Church.  All other applicants will be notified that their bid was unsuccessful on this occasion.
d]  The Audit Commission has approved the accounts for year ended March 2011 and is satisfied with all policies/risk assessment procedures in place at present.   The Commission did make a criticism that the accounts should have been approved before the 30/06/2011.  The clerk had already written to the Audit Commission explaining that, since the elections in May, the Council was not quorate and requested an extension which was granted. 

e]  Training – The Council resolved to fund the cost of a CiLCA training course for the clerk at the cost of £260.00.  The clerk is to make further enquiries as to the content of this course before booking a place on the course.

The clerk was requested to book a place for our new Councillor, Mr R Speed.  The course is entitled ‘Refresher Course for Councillors’ and is to be held in Honiton on 13/10/2011.  The cost of £25.00 plus vat was unanimously approved.
Queen’s Diamond Jubilee Celebrations


The clerk was requested to write to all organizations within the Parish inviting them to attend an open meeting on Saturday 15th October starting at 10.00.  Refreshments will be provided.

A notice is to be placed in the Parish magazine inviting all Parishioners to attend and bring along and discussed their ideas as to what format they would like these celebrations to take.  The meeting is to be further promoted at the Breakfast Fayre.


The clerk was requested to book the Village Hall for this purpose.

Armistice Day
The clerk was requested to purchase a supply of rockets similar to those used last year.
School Bibles
The Council resolved to make a donation towards the cost of supplying bibles for leavers of All Saints School and the clerk was requested to forward a cheque of £50.00 accordingly.
