Minutes of the Meeting of ALL SAINTS PARISH COUNCIL

The meeting commenced at 8.20 p.m.

MINUTES:
The Minutes of the last Ordinary meeting held on Wednesday 10th March 2010 had previously been circulated to the councillors.  They were unanimously approved and signed by the Chairman, Mrs Brickill.

MATTERS ARISING:  There were no matters arising.
POLICE MATTERS:    PCSO Ms A Jones kindly gave the following report:
We are very pleased to report a continued substantial reduction in crime year on year and would attribute this to a series of late evening/night time activities undertaken by your Neighbouring Police Team throughout January to March 2010. The team have conducted a number of specific operations during the three month period aimed at disrupting night time acquisitive crime. We have continued to work with our neighbouring Forces and also utilised additional Devon & Cornwall resources, such as ANPR Dept (automatic number plate recognition), Traffic Sections, Dog Units as well as local officers. We have also received invaluable support from a number of members of the public who very kindly volunteered to act as “spotters” for the duration of the operations. 

For the period of 1/04/08 to 01/04/09 a number of 18 crimes were reported compared to 1/04/09 to 01/04/2010 whereby 11 crimes were reported.
Open Forum for Parishioner’s Questions  -  There were no questions from the floor.
Footpaths
The Parish Voluntary Footpath Warden, Mrs Libby Dibble, submitted the following report:

Most of the paths and bridleways are in good condition.

Footpath 61 at Franklyns to Horsemoor has now been resurfaced. 

Red Lane is still ongoing but is to be surveyed soon with a view to improving surface drainage.

Pub Lane – lengthsman has carried out some work to improve the surface, putting down salt to kill the moss.

Conditions will not improve greatly until the problem with the drain running under Smallridge Lane can be resolved.  The Highways Department are aware of the problem.

Neighbourhood Watch  Neighbourhood Watch is only as good as the people involved, and parishioners are asked to keep a watch on roads, traffic etc.,  and report any suspicious activities to their co-ordinator.

All seems fairly quiet but all residents are reminded to the vigilant.  Lock windows and doors when in the garden during the good weather.  Keep all garden equipment locked away in sheds etc.

Etching pens are available for marking valuables and garden equipment with post codes.  This is strongly recommended as it not only helps the police to identify items, but also helps owners to recover their property.  It is also recommended that serial numbers from equipment are noted and kept in a safe place.  This helps to identify stolen property and re-unite it with its owner.
Website
Our voluntary temporary web master will post suitable material onto the website as and when requested to do so.  His time is very limited so he is unable to keep checking to see if everything is up to date so please do ask for your most recent  items to be published.  He will be only too pleased to do this.
Lengthsman
Clerk asked  to request that the pavement at junction to Waggs plot down to junction with Goldsmith Lane along the A358 requires clearing together with the adjoining kerbside which is full of grit etc. 

Area from All Saints Cross to All Saints House right hand side gulley requires clearing as it is being obstructed by silt, hedge trimmings etc.


No further requests were received.
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Hedges
The councillors instructed the clerk to ask Mr Hoare for a quotation for hedge/verge cutting for this coming year. 

Highways 
Numerous requests have been submitted for potholes etc., to be repaired throughout the parish.  The repairs are carried out on a priority graded system.  It is possible to ask for a particular road to be upgraded to a higher category and therefore get greater priority when it comes to repairs.  The only problem with this is that for every road nominated for upgrade another within the parish has to be nominated for a down grade.  Clerk requested to apply for a definitive map of  the Parish road system which will show how  the roads have been graded. 


Watery Lane – banked slipped.  This is being caused by blocked ditches running on top of bank between hedges.  Mrs Brickill has spoken to the farmers concerned and they have undertaken to rectify the matter at their earliest convenience.


Grit bags are now in place on the triangle, Goldsmith Lane.


The clerk was requested to pursue the supply of grit bin for Waggs Plot.
Mr Diviani has been appointed Chairman to the Task Force Committee at County Level.  The Task Force is to look into the general maintenance of highways and how this can be achieved.  He will report back at the next meeting.

Planning: 
 Decisions by EDDC –09/2520/FUL – Turner, Axe Farm, Wadbrook – Erection of agricultural building to house milking parlour  - supported.



         10/0528/FUL – Frampton, Rose Cottage, Churchill, Construction of two storey rear extension and attached leanto. – supported.

Pending:
10/0831/FUL – Carrington, 5 Waggs Plot, Colston – Demolition of existing detached garage and construction of two storey and single storey extensions.


Parishioners have expressed concern over the number of lights being displayed at and around the Ridgeway Inn.  Notice was drawn to our Village Design Statement 4.5.3 Design Detail.  “Floodlighting of buildings and drives should be of low intensity and, preferably, at ground level.  All lighting should be well focused and designed to minimise sky glow and light pollution.”

The clerk was asked to chase the planning enforcement department regarding this matter together with unauthorised erection of sheds etc on the land known as ‘The Field’. – This matter is now under investigation.

Mourino – It is believed the house is now sublet and there could be a contravention of licence as there is now a possibility of it being residential.  The Planning Enforcement Dept have now replied  to the owners setting out their options within regard to re-applying for planning permission and possible new intended use.

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Village Design and Statement:  Mrs Brickill requested that the Councillors consider this carefully drawing their attention to the Housing Survey needs within the Parish in context with the Village Plan in so much as the survey showed a need for 4 bungalows but the plan states no bungalows to be built.  This was to be reviewed at this meeting but due to the volume of work covered has been postponed until 7th July 2010.
Adoption of Telephone Box at Waggs Plot -  This has now been formerly adopted and the contracts signed and forwarded to British Telecom.  The clerk is now waiting the completed contract to be counter signed and returned.

Enquiries were previously made with the insurance company and no added costs would be incurred.

Highways will need to be notified of the new arrangements and the clerk was requested to undertake this.
DAPC Report
The Association has now changed its title to ‘ Devon Association of Local Councils (DALC)

The talk this month was on VAT regulations and was most interesting and informative outlining what and what not can be claimed back through value added tax exemptions.  Some examples were given and explained and discussed.  The talk was mainly for clerks and  copy notes are available for those who could not attend.


EDDC have discontinued the supply of maroons for use on Armistice Day.

DALC have suggested that Parishes liaise with Axminster Town Council who are looking into finding a supplier.  Suggested cost will be around £28.00 per pair.

Correspondence -  All correspondence has previously been circulated to Councillors.  


Deadline for the return of the form and questionnaire regarding Section 106 & Local Development Framework Core Strategy Planning is May 14th.  All councillors are asked to complete and return this in good time.
Miscellaneous Matters:    
a] Cheese and wine event.   All Saints Celebrated the 20th Anniversary of becoming an independent Parish Council instead of being integrated with Chardstock.  Whether this has been successful only the original parishioners can judge.  Those who attended the Celebration, about eighty in all seem to have enjoyed the evening and asked for a 21st Celebration next year, like all major decisions this matter will take a very long time to deliberate.

              b]  Training – Mrs Brickill together with Mrs Barnard attended  the following courses:
