The meeting commenced at 7.30 p.m.

MINUTES:
The Minutes of the last Ordinary meeting held on Wednesday 5th May 2010 had previously been circulated to the councillors.  Mrs Verplancke proposed and Mrs Bale seconded the motion that the minutes be approved. They were then duly signed by the Chairman, Mrs Brickill.

MATTERS ARISING:  There were no matters arising.
POLICE MATTERS:    PCSO Ms A Jones sent her apologies and stated that no crimes had been reported since the last meeting.
Open Forum for Parishioner’s Questions  -  A parishioner questioned whether or not ‘Sunnyacres’, Colston Cross required planning permission or change of use for the agricultural ground surrounding this property as it would appear to be cultivated for ‘domestic purposes’.  The general opinion was that so long as it was not being changed into a domestic garden then no planning contravention had taken place.  
Footpaths
The Parish Voluntary Footpath Warden, Mrs Libby Dibble, sent her apologies together with the following report:   Bridleway No 38 is, at present, very overgrown but that this had been noted and the matter was in hand.  There was nothing further to report. 
Neighbourhood Watch  Nothing to report but parishioners were again reminded to be vigilant and to maintain security at all times.  The etching pens are still available.  Please give serious thought to marking your property as it does greatly help the police when trying to solve crimes.  Pens are available from your co-ordinator, Mrs L Dibble.
Website
Mr Jenner, our voluntary temporary web master continues to post suitable material onto the website as and when requested to do so.  Please do ask for your most recent  items to be published.  He will be only too pleased to do this.  

The website ‘hosting’ is now due for renewal.  Clerk asked to look into renewing for several years as this could prove to be more economic.

Lengthsman
Clerk was again  asked  to request that the pavement at junction to Waggs plot down to junction with Goldsmith Lane along the A358 be cleared together with the adjoining kerbside which is full of grit etc. 

The bottom section of Colston Lane’s ditch has caved in and requires clearing. 
Highways are aware of this and will carry out works as and when funds become available.
No further requests were received.

Hedges
The contract for hedge/verge cutting  has been awarded to Mr Hoare and all works will take place in due course. 

Highways 
The definitive map of  the Parish road system showing how the roads within the Parish have been graded has now been received. 


Watery Lane – banked slip – Nothing further to report. 
It is believed that the parish will soon be asked to undertake an audit of grit bins presently sited within the parish.  Once this has been studied by EDDC orders for additional bins may be accepted.
An additional bin has already been requested for Waggs Plot to be sited within the vicinity of the telephone box.  Councillors thought it would be very useful to mark positions of bins on the Parish map.
Work to the junction of Goldsmith Lane/A358 has already been scheduled.
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Mr Diviani has been appointed Chairman to the Task Force Committee at County Level.  The Task Force is to look into the general maintenance of highways and how this can be achieved.  He will report back at the next meeting.

2]  No applications pending.

3]  Parking of gas van in ‘School Lane’. The chairman has been to see the owner of the vehicle stating that he may be contravening the traffic act.  Suggestions were made for alternative parking and these will be followed up. The police are aware of  the problem and are  investigating this matter.  

4]  Light pollution at Ridgeway Inn remains under investigation.

There is nothing further to report on unauthorised erection of sheds etc on the land known as ‘The Field’.  The clerk was asked to follow this matter up.


5]  Mourino – The house is now sublet and has been registered with Ofsted as a ‘care-home’ catering for disabled children.  The property has only been granted a licence for a school and if it is now to be used as a residential home a change of use application must be made.  The clerk has been instructed to write to the Planning Enforcement Dept stating that the Parish Council request the property revert to single family occupancy status only. 


6]  Waggs Plot – erection of affordable housing progressing well with no obvious problems with contractors lorries, parking etc.  A press call has been arranged for Thursday 8th July at 9.45 pm and the Chairman has been invited to attend together with any other interested parties.


Concern has been expressed over the allocation of these new houses as no local residents have been offered accommodation.  These houses were intended, in the first instance, to relieve the housing crisis for local residents but the Chairman has been informed that there are worse cases.  Mr Diviani was flabbergasted at this news and suggested Mrs Brickill speaks with Ms Jill Elson (Housing) about the allocations.   
Finance


A]  The clerk submitted the financial report as appended to these minutes:
B]  Website – Clerk authorised to renew web-host contract with a possibility of extending it to 3/5years

      Audit – the Annual audit papers have been submitted to our external auditor for examination.

The clerk was instructed to purchase book tokens to the value of  £20 by way of a’ thank-you’ to the internal auditor, Mrs Mullins.

C]  Parish Newsletter – clerk instructed to forward cheque for £125.00 as donation towards general costs.

School bibles – Mrs Brickill is to speak to the Head before any decisions on a donation is made.

     Village Hall is to be asked for estimates of any works pending.  
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Village Design and Statement:  Mrs Brickill requested that the Councillors consider this carefully drawing their attention to the Housing Survey needs within the Parish in context with the Village Plan in so much as the survey showed a need for 4 bungalows but the plan states no bungalows to be built.  Councillors had submitted their views on the future planning and these will be collated and a report made at the meeting in Sept.
Emergency Planning:  A co-ordinator is being sought to undertake this most vital work.
Telephone Box at Waggs Plot -  Devon County Council have today cut the verges along Colston Lane but unfortunately broken two panes of glass in the box.  Clerk asked to report this and asked that these be urgently replaced.


The box, having now been formerly adopted, will be given a spring-clean and made into an local information centre

Highways still to be notified of the acquisition.. 
DAPC Report
Nothing to report as the next meeting will be held on 27th July at Beer.

EDDC have discontinued the supply of maroons for use on Armistice Day.

DALC have suggested that Parishes liaise with Axminster Town Council who is looking into finding a supplier.  Suggested cost will be around £28.00 per pair.

Correspondence -  Blackdown Hills Committee have submitted a Community Plan Questionnaire to be completed and returned.  Councillors will complete this asap.

Celebrating All Saints:  A letter stating how disappointed the committee was that the Parish Council had not been able to contribute towards this event was read out as requested together with the Council’s reply.


Both letters may be read upon request to the clerk.


2011 Census   Parish Councils are being asked to help with the completion of this census.  It is hoped that the majority will be returned ‘on-line’.  Councillors are hoping to offer a walk-in help clinic at the village hall and are at present trying to locate owners of WiFi lap top computers.   The computers will be set up in the village hall and anyone needing help with completing the census will be able to ‘drop in’ where a number of trained personnel will be ready to help.
