MINUTES:
The meeting scheduled for Tuesday 17th May 2011 was aborted as it was not quorate due to the fact that only two members of Council had been elected at the recent elections.  (Minimum number required to form a Council is 3).  All matters had to be postponed until next possible meeting.   Following a plea, in the Parish magazine, for additional councillors Mr Robert Speed duly volunteered.  A further uncontested Parish election was held and Mr Robert Speed was duly elected Councillor.  Mr Speed was very warmly welcomed by Councillors and Parishioners alike.   
The Minutes of the last Ordinary meeting held on Wednesday 2nd March 2011 had previously been circulated to the councillors.  Mrs Bale proposed and Mr Storey seconded the motion that the minutes be approved. They were then duly signed by the Chairman, Mrs Brickill.

Waggs Plot Notice Board – Mrs Brickill read out an application for funds regarding the repairs required to the BT kiosk. The Council proposed and seconded the motion that the cost of repairs be met out of Parish funds as a ‘one off’ only payment.  Mr Larcombe, who has kindly undertaken the restoration of the kiosk was authorised to purchase the necessary parts and forward the invoices to the clerk for re-imbursement.  Total not to exceed £50.00.

Mrs Bale, on behalf of the Parish Council, was asked to thank all those involved.  

Mrs Bale is currently carrying out research to establish the actual age of the kiosk.

Mr Peach asked about hiring a flashing 30mph sign.  Devon County Highways to be consulted regarding feasibility and cost.  Councillor Moulding stated that  the Parish Council must make a good case for the need of such a sign.

Mr David Wicken has taken over this task.  It was proposed by Mrs Brickill and seconded by Mrs Bale the all content must be cleared with the clerk before being posted onto the Parish website.

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Lengths-man
The Lengths-man  has made his scheduled visit and carried out requested works.    

It was proposed by Mr Storey and seconded by Mr Speed that the Council purchase a further two serviced grit bins.  Mrs Brickill will undertake a survey of the Parish to ascertain where they are most needed and a request be submitted to Devon County Highways.  The Highways Dept., have to approve the siting of these bins before proceeding.

Hedges
The clerk was requested to place an order with Mr Hoare for the usual hedge cutting programme.
Tree Warden 
The matter was discussed and as there are only two Tree Preservation Orders on trees within the Parish it was thought that a tree warden was not necessary.

Highways 
An additional grit bin has been requested for the hill at Churchill.  Mrs Brickill will discuss this with the Membury parish.   A further grit bin has been requested for Socks Hill.  There is no provision  at all from Springfield Cottage onwards into Churchill.

The grit bin at Waggs plot will be placed in situ when the gravel standing has been completed.  Mrs Bale requested that the Council purchase several bags of  grit to complete this project.

The Parish Council has already pledged £500.00  and are pleased to announce that the profit from the Royal Wedding Celebrations event raised a further £550.00.  The Parish Council will purchase an item of equipment to donate to the Village Hall as and when required.
Bonfires: All Saints Parish does not have a formal policy in this respect. Mrs Bale to ring Environmental Health and request any leaflets they may have on this matter.  Further discussions will take place at next meeting.
